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In the spiritof winter , you aro going to write a
book that will appeal to children betwoen the ages of
seven and cight who would be in second grade. The
story may or may not teach a lesson or have a moral;
however, it MUST be entertaining. It may be oither
fantasy or true-to-life, and though you noed not limit
yourself to a particular vocabulary, romombaer your
audience and purpose. Keop your word choice simple
and your sentence style direct. Your story MUST
includo CONFLICT, CHARACTER, and SETT!

Your children's book MUST includo COLOR illustrations and
2 COLORFUL COVER with tho book TITLE and AUTHOR
(you) on It

You will bo expacted te road your baok to tha clas:
Your reading will be part of your grade. If you do not
practice before hand, If you act silly, talk too quictly to
bo heard, or generally blow off this part of tho
assignment, It will cost you 20% of tho grade. Just
think how much you enjoy being read to by someone
who doos it welll

Your book should have a WINTER theme,
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1. Can you remember 3 moment when you wished you were
“somemhoce, somegne, or something else’7. Turn that memory
into 3 short, seasonal fantasy story

2. Wiite a short story with an animal hero or heroine. You might
Want 1o use a circular plot ine; The ltde hero heads out into the
big world, learns something, and comes back again. (you choose
the siation.)
